	History of Name
	Born Rosamund Margaret Mann in August 1907 in Canterbury, England.  Her father was an Admiral Engineer in the Royal Navy.  She was raised primarily in London and Portsmouth, but spent three years in Malta in the “20’s”. She graduated in classics form Bedford College of the University of London in 1929. Her mother died when she was 18 leaving her to care for her younger sister, Elizabeth, and to tend house for her father.  Admiral Mann was transferred to Malta and Margaret was responsible for the overseeing of the many social duties which came with her father(s post.  One of the most notable visitors to their home was Lord Mountbatten, who became a very close family friend.  Margaret met Captain Eric Sydney Brand, an officer of the Royal Navy, in Malta and they were married in London in April 1934.  Another interesting note was that a famous classmate of the Captain was King George V.  On July 3, 1939 Captain Brand was subconded to Ottawa, Canada to work as the Director of Intelligence during World War II - it was expected that the Brands would stay for three years.   In fact, they became Canadian citizens and stayed for the rest of their lives.  He was responsible for arranging convoys to Great Britain and reported daily to the Governor General. At this time, she became a very close friend of Princess Alice (Granddaughter of Queen Victoria) who ran a ladies sewing group for women in Rockcliffe Park.  

The Brand’s had two children - Christopher was born in 1942 and Victoria in 1945.  Mrs. Brand started the Navy League in Ottawa.  In 1944 she joined the Laurentian Chapter IODE.  She served on the safety council of Canada until the 1960's.  In 1969 she proposed to the Provincial Chapter of Ontario to begin having tours.  The first was to Japan as this coincided with Expo (69 in Osaka, Japan.  Over the years these tours spanned the globe and Mrs. Brand almost single-handedly raised over $25,000. for the Provincial Chapter of Ontario. She was a long time Vice President and Area Councillor for Eastern Ontario and she started the House and Garden Tour for the Laurentian Chapter. Practically from the cradle she learned service to mankind  She was “Mrs. IODE”.  If ever there was woman who devoted her life to an organization and should in turn be honoured by an organization, Mrs. Brand is certainly the individual.  Margaret died at her cottage on the coast of Maine in August 1993.
