	Mary Lawson (1828-1890) born at  Lake Loon , Dartmouth, NS was said to be an unusual lady of the 1800’s that left a lasting impression of her talents as a writer, poet, historian and editor. Her books on the history of Dartmouth, Preston and Lawrencetown were widely used as reference books by local schools, historical and heritage societies, along with being interesting reading. At the age of 25, she founded a monthly magazine featuring articles about history, travel, science and poetry. Unfortunately, this folded after two years.  She also established “The Provincial Book Store” in Halifax and managed it until her marriage to William Lawson, a prominent Nova Scotia Lawyer.  Until recently, there was a Mary Lawson Elementary School in Dartmouth. The library where the students have been relocated still bears the name of Mary Lawson.
