VANCOUVER PROGRAM WINS IODE CANADA’S 100TH ANNIVERSARY GRANT

Family Services of Greater Vancouver is the fifth winner of IODE Canada’s 100th Anniversary Grant Program.
The $25,000 grant was awarded to fund the Respect, Safety and Violence Prevention (RSVP) Project of Family Services of Greater Vancouver. The RSVP Project is a free, school-based, early intervention and prevention program available for at-risk children (grades 5-7) and youth (all grades). The Project is designed to foster the development of healthy relationship skills for students, as well as reduce the risk of children and youth becoming involved in abusive relationships.
The 100th Anniversary Grant Program was established as an IODE centennial project to provide a grant to organizations with programs to research, develop or implement ways to prevent child abuse and neglect.
