	History of Name
	James Farquharson Macleod, police officer, judge, born on the Isle of Skye, Scotland, September 25, 1836.  Died in Calgary, Alberta, September 5, 1894 Commissioner of the NWMP, Member of the NWT Council and judge, Macleod was a respected and popular figure in the south-western prairies.  Educated in ONTARIO, he practised law near Bowmanville Ontario in the 1860’s.  He served as a brigade major with the Wolsley expedition in 1870.  Joining the police as a superintendent, he was assistant commissioner 1874-75.  He founded Fort Macleod, suppressed the whisky traffic and, having won the confidence of the Blackfoot Indian Chiefs, negotiated Treaty No. 7.  This Treaty was signed in 1877 with the Canadian government.  The Blackfoot took a reserve in Southern Alberta and were able to retain much of their culture and language.  The reserve relies on ranching and farming.  Blackfoot population in 1980 was about 3000.  Colonel James Macleod’s wife was one of several women to sign Treaty #7 at Blackfoot Crossing Sept. 1877.  In 1887 Colonel James Macleod was appointed a judge of the Supreme Court of the NWT.
