	Ethel E.T. Cuts died September 1994 at the age of 84 after a long and eventful life, leaving a legacy of education history in St. Albert and Edmonton, Alberta.  She was born just south of London, England, in Surbiton in 1910.  Her family moved to the Edmonton area a year later.  Ethel was a well-known athlete at the University of Alberta.  Her track and field performances earned her a spot on the Physical Education Department’s ‘Wall of Fame’.  She even had a brief stint on the Edmonton Grads basketball team.Ethel immersed herself in community activities in St. Albert.  She was active in badminton, girls’ physical education training, the Women’s Institute, the United Church, two choirs, cross-country skiing and the Senior Citizens Center. Ethel was generous with money to those less fortunate in the community who she felt were “falling through the cracks”.  In 1992 Ethel received the Commemorative Award for the 125th Anniversary of Canada for her significant contribution to compatriots, community and to Canada.
