	Dr. MacIntosh was born in Edinburgh on May 12, 1967 and died in Saint John, N.B. on April 20, 1950.  As a young man, he was named one of 3 Honorary Curators of the Natural History Museum in Saint John and in 1932 he became director of the new Provincial Museum in Saint John rated by the Carnegie Institute as one of the finest in Canada.  To list a few of his many accomplishments; He founded a School Service which probably has no counterpart in Canada; Was awarded a degree by a College in the United States for a thesis he wrote; the University of N.B. gave him the degree of Dr. of Science; he founded the Children’s Dept. of the museum and was given the Freedom of the City of Saint John for his services to the Community.    

The Dr. Wm MacIntosh Chapter was formed on October 13, 1943 as the 23rd Primary Chapter in Saint John.  Originally the new Chapter chose the name “Canada Medal” as the Canadian Government anticipated casting a special medal to honour World War II veterans.  The Charter was presented by Mrs. L.P.D. Tilley, wife of New Brunswick’s Lieutenant Governor, to Miss Daphne Allan, Regent.  The gavel was presented by Mrs. K.I. Campbell, President of the Saint John Municipal Chapter.

On January 1952, members of the H.M.C.S. Athabaskan Chapter amalgamated with the Canada Medal Chapter.  Because the Canada Medal was never struck, in 1956 the Chapter was renamed the Dr. William MacIntoch Chapter.  Dr. William MacIntosh was resident curator of the first New Brunswick Museum and under his guidance the New Brunswick Museum was rated as one of Canada’s finest by the Carnegie Institute.  His interests included natural history, architecture, landscape gardening and drafting.  In 1939 he received the freedom of the City of Saint John.  Dr. MacIntosh conducted annual canoe trips for young people with archaeological and natural history highlights.  His expertise in Micmac and Maliseet folklore and legends was widely recognized.

The chosen motto of the Dr. Wm. MacIntosh Chapter is “in which we serve”, and this motto continues to be upheld by chapter members to this day.

At the end of the war new uses were sought for the property and part of the area was transformed into a housing development for returning servicemen and their families.  The street plan was for a “limited access super block”, a novelty for Halifax at the time, and it would be a low density area with six units per acre, pedestrian paths connecting the house fronts, and cars, garbage and other services on the street at the rear of the houses.  221 houses were built, of which 182 were sold outright and the remaining rented, all to returning servicemen.  All of the new streets were named for men who had died on duty with Canadian and British forces in the Second World War.

	The original Teazer was a small privateer that sailed out of New York.  She was armed with two guns, had a crew of fifty and few British ships which fell in with her escaped.  After about five months of privateering, she was captured by a British cruiser, but the captors didn’t consider her worthy of salvaging, so burned her at sea.  Her crew was sent home in a prisoner exchange, and the officers paroled, promising not to take part in privateering for a specified period.  Among those paroled was the captain, Frederick Johnson, who, in violation of his parole, volunteered to sail the Teazer’s successor, Young Teazer, also an American privateer.  She was more powerful, weighing 124 tons, built of oak, armed with two long guns and three cannonades, and named by a crew of sixty-five.  She became very destructive to trade and commerce on the high seas.  Johnson sailed on her as her first officer.  On June 26, 1813, the Young Teazer was chased by two British privateers and trapped in Mahone Bay.  Fearing punishment should he be caught, Johnson set his ship afire as she went up in flames, there was a huge explosion which could be send and heard for miles around in every direction.  Only eight of the crew members survived.  Many tales of sightings of a burning ship on the horizon have been reported over the years, and they have become part of the folklore of the area.  There is a superstition that on some foggy nights the Teazer lights can be seen.  Each year, during Mahone Bay’s Wooden Boat Festival there is a re-enactment of the chase and the burning of the Young Teazer.  (It is interesting to note that there was a third Teazer, also engaged in privateering, and that all three were owned by the same privateering firm, and all three became known as the Teazer.
