	History of Name


	Sir Wilfred Thomason Grenfell was born 28 February 1865 in Parkgate, Cheshire, England, and was educated at Oxford. He spent three years as a medical missionary in the North Sea with the fishing fleet. When he visited Labrador for the first time in 1892, he found no medical attention for 2,000 Eskimos, 3,000 Indians and 10,000 White Settlers. In 1909, he married Anne Elizabeth Caldwell MacClanahan of Chicago, IL. She died in 1938. They had three children (2 boys & a girl). When he retired from St. Anthony in 1934 the Grenfell Mission, which he began, operated five hospitals, seven nursing stations, two orphanages, fourteen industrial centres, and four hospital ships.  The staff included 60 surgeons, dentists, nurses, teachers, and welfare workers.  Both King Edward VII and King George V honoured him.  Dr. Grenfell died in Charlotte, VT at the age of 75 on 9 Oct. 1940.
