	Bertha May Mickle-Cane came to Newmarket as the bride of Howard Cane.  He was the Mayor of Newmarket from 1922 to 1924 and the Sheriff of York County from 1935 until his death in 1944.  Bertha raised four sons and worked unceasingly for charities and for the good of the community.  She took her husbands side in all public activities.  Bertha worked tirelessly to establish the Auxiliary to York County Hospital where she held offices for many years.  During the First World War, Bertha established in Newmarket and District, The Field Comforts Association, which supplied comforts to overseas personnel of the Armed Forces, such as warm knitted goods and other necessary comforts such as chocolate bars and emergency rations.  Bertha served as Vice-President of York County Childrens Aid Society and president of the Navy League of Canada.
