The chapter members were:  Elizabeth Ainsworth, Anne Dawe, Dory Gordon, Aileen Gregory, Joan Hicks, Marg Hicks, Ruth Holtom, Murial Hopkins, Joan Kirk and Mary Lees – Joan Kirk being the first Regent of Blythe and the charter dated July 9, 195 – the first meeting being held in September, 1952 when the Chapter was presented with its Charter and Flag – the flag a gift from Kawartha Chapter.  Mrs. Weeks was Blythe’s first Honourary Regent.  After her death in 1954, the position of Honourary Regent was held by Mrs. Gert Frost until her death in 1970.
