	History of Name
	The chapter is proud to bear the name of the first Municipal Regent of Brantford.  She was a tireless worker for her community and her country in peace and in wartime.  Charlotte Livingston was born in 1862, the daughter of H.W. Brethour, a prosperous dry goods  merchant.  She grew up in the family home at 88 Brant Avenue (now Beckett-Glaves Funeral Home).  Charlotte married W.C. Livingston, a barrister who later became a judge.  After living some years in Hamilton they returned to live in Brantford in the family home after the death of her parents.  They had four sons and a daughter.  Her husband died in 1926 leaving massive debts.  By 1933 she lost her home and moved into lodgings at the Y.W.C.A. until her death in 1949.  Charlotte Livingston is remembered for her courage and leadership.  She worked continuously for her community during her life in Brantford.

In 1908 Charlotte was a leader in the Local Council of Women, an organization that strove to secure just laws for women, protection of children, the aged and handicapped and sought to achieve prison reform.  She served as President of the National Council of Women and was awarded a life membership in 1934.  A memorial donation by the Local Council of Women in memory of Charlotte Livingston was made to purchase books for the medical library at the Brantford General Hospital.

In 1911 she was a member of the first IODE Chapter in Brantford.  The Chapter erected the IODE Cenotaph that stands in Tom Thumb Park.  Charlotte Livingston was president of the women’s section of the Brant War Memorial Association and lost two sons in World War 1.  She served as local president of the Silver Cross Women of Canada and for twenty-five years palced the City of Brantford wreath at the Cenotaph on Armistice Day.

Charlotte worked for the Red Cross Society and received a gold cross from the Serbian government for helping to raise funds for needy Serbs.  As well, she was president of the Women’s Hospital Aid at the Brantford General Hospital, a member of the Brant Historical Society, and a board member of the Widows’ Home and the Y.W.C.A
