	Dr. Helen Battle was born in London, Ontario in 1903.  She was the first woman in Canada to earn a doctorate in Marine Biology.  On the staff at the University of Western Ontario in 1924 as an instructor she became a professor in 1949 and was acting Head of the Zoology department from 1956-1958.  She was the first woman to receive the F. E. J. Fry medal and the first recipient of the C & B Grant Award from the Canadian Association of Anatomists.  Her findings opened up new avenues of research in a major study for the National Cancer Institute.  Dr. Battle passed away in 1994.
