	In 1833, Lord Egremont financed some English settlers so that they could come to Pylmpton Township in order to establish a town to be situated on the shore of Lake Huron.  The town was to be named “Errol” after a small Scottish community on the Firth of Tay.  An elaborate town site was surveyed.  A square, to be known as “king’s Square” in deference to King William IV was planned.  For a few years, Errol was a thriving community and the county seat.  Unfortunately as Sarnia grew, Errol withered away and became something of a ghost town.  The town site remains as part of the official plan, but the lakefront street shown on the plan has long since succumbed to wind and wave.  Today, however, Errol is enjoying a new lease of life, as a suburban community in a rural setting.  The name ERROL EGREMONT would be, we feel, is a suitable way to acknowledge our local history and honour the man whose patronage and foresight made it possible.
