	History of Name
	Freelton is situated midway between Hamilton and Guelph on Highway #6.  The community was named after its founder, Patrick Freel, who built a hotel there in the 1840's.  Before the present regional government was introduced, Freelton was in the unique position of standing where the townships of east Flamborough, West Flamborough and Beverley all met.  By the mid 19th century, the community had a post office, school, churches, general store, blacksmith shop, grist mill and a carriage works which made wagons, sleighs and buggies.  In 1907 Freelton was incorporated as a police village.  Today it is a compact, prestigious rural community with a population of 750 (1987).
