	History of Name
	During the War of 1812 Governor Simcoe foresaw the need to purchase huge tracts of land from the Mississaugas and Chippewas as they were surveying to make Yonge Street a better route from Toronto, then York to Lake Simcoe.  Settlement was encouraged and the Landing was increasingly used.  By the end of the war streamers increased on the Great Lakes and it was cheaper to ship heavy goods from Niagara to western points, so the heavy traffic up Yonge Street declined rapidly.  However, settlers still flocked to the area and it prospered for many years.  In 1821 the first Post Office opened.  They renamed it Holland Landing (it had been previously called St. Albans and also Beverley) after Major Samuel Holland who was the Surveyor-General of Canada.  In fact the village was nearly called Toronto, because Lake Simcoe was called Lake Toronto, the Severn River the Toronto River.  As the town flourished a stage coach ran daily to Toronto and did well.  In later years people moved away, businesses closed, and the village declined.  Today in 1987 it is flourishing once again with new housing subdivisions opening and people flocking to the area.
