	The name was chosen: Royal from (The Royal City(, Guelph, so named to complement the Royal Family when founded by John Galt back in 1827; became a town in 1850 and a city in 1879.  Wyndham from the name of the main street of Guelph named for The Right Honourable William Wyndham, Colonial Secretary in the Pitt Cabinet of Britain.  It was the first paved street in Guelph in 1908.  Between 1895 and 1932, electric street cars converged at Wyndham Street from five different parts of the city.
